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If desired, the plug at the end of the cord can be removed to be hard wired. All wiring must be done in accordance with national and local electrical codes. If you are not familiar with wiring, you should use a qualified electrician.
Ensure the mounting surface is dry and allows for plug to be safely connected to the main power supply.
If the location requires the provision of a new electrical supply, the supply must conform with the requirements of related  Building Regulations 
1) Using a level as a guide, draw a pencil line on the mounting surface and mark where the bottom edge of the wall cleat is to be located based on your height requirements for the installation and mark the position of mounting screws using holes in wall cleat. 
Using the dimensions on the next page, based off your holes marked for the wall cleat, you can drill holes into the wall and insert anchors for included t-screws, these can be turned to engage with the small brackets on the back of the mirror to lock mirror to wall for additional security.
If drilling into tile, you can use masking tape to help the drill bit from wandering.
2) Wearing proper eye protection and gloves, drill and insert wall anchors,  omitting at least two anchors, as it is recommended that at least 2 of the wall cleat screws hit at least 2 wall studs or additional wood blocking between studs, when hitting a stud, screws for studs are not included due to variances in installation material, do not use the included wall anchors for studs.
3) Lay cleat over anchors and fix to wall with screws.
4) Hang the frame on the wall engaging the two cleats.
5) For additional security, lock the mirror to the wall turning the t-screw with a wrench or pliers as shown. T-screw locking systems are not necessary for residential installations.
6) Plug the mirror into an appropriate outlet.
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We suggest that installation be done by a licensed electrician.
